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This fact sheet provides advice about temporary buildings and temporary relocation of
businesses where business premises have been affected by flooding. It also includes
information about approvals for repairs to business premises.

Operating a business from temporary premises

Some businesses affected by the floods may be able to operate from a temporary building on the flood-affected
site or from other premises for a short period while their damaged building is being repaired or restored.

Small-scale low-impact businesses may be able to operate temporarily as a home business if issues such as
number of employees, signage, car parking and hours of operation are limited to minimise impacts on neighbours.

Some larger-scale businesses may have no alternative but to find another location from which to operate. This
may need planning approval.

Repairs to business premises

The following information regarding building work and plumbing work, provided by the Queensland Building Services
Authority, outlines when a Building Approval (BA) or plumbing approval is required. A Building Approval is issued by
a private building certifier. To contact a building certifier, look in the Yellow Pages under “building surveyors”.
